They include charges that Bilbo
received more than $30.000 in cash,
an automobile, and a completely
furnished "dream house" front
contractors who built army air-
fields in Mississippi.

Mead said "no special privilege*''
would be granted in the unuiual
case of a senate committee in-
vestigating one of its colleagues.

Forrest Jackson. Jackson, Miac~,
Bilbo's attorney, asked whether h«
and the senator would be permit-
ted to submit questions or cn»-
examme witnesses. Mead »aid
they .should submit any question*
to 'he committee, which then
would determine their relevan-
cy.

Bilbo sat through four dayx o<
public hearings at Jackson Last
week on charges he advocated vio-
lence and intimidation to prevent
Negroes from voting in the July 2,
Mississippi primary. H» was pr«»-
ent as the war contract hearings
opened.

WASHINGTON — (U.R) — Two
Americans were scheduled to ar-
rive here today to answer charges
that they committed treason
against their country in behalf of
Nazi Germany.

They are Robert H. Best, 50, for-
merly of Sumter, S. C., and Doug-
las Chandler, 57, formerly of Bal-
timore, Md. Both allegedly were
key men in the radio propaganda
campaign which Germany beamed
to the United States.

Best and Chandler were on their
way via army plane from Ger-
many, where they were arrested
last year. It was expected that
they would be arraigned «t once
on a treason indictment returned
against them and six others on
July 25,

TB Death Rate Cut
75% in 35 Years

A reduction of almost 75 per
cent in deaths due to tuberculo-
sis in Wisconsin in the last 35
years proves that modern meth-
ods of controlling the disease are
achieving results, the state medi-
cal society said today.

Last yenr 851 persons died
from tuberculosis in Wisconsin,
compared to more than 2,400 in
1910. The society attributed
much of the progress to educa-
tional campaigns stressing the
importance of early detection of
tuberculosis and proper care for
the victims.

"Tuberculosis could be con-
trolled if everyone would coop-
erate by having periodic exam-
inations for its presence and then,
if it were found, received proper
care," the society said.

Wisconsin now provides free
sanatoroum care for state tuber-
culosis victims who cannot afford
to pay sanatorium bills.
