American popcorn production
for 1946 totaled 267,000,000
pounds, about 82 per cent below
the record crop of 428 million
pounds producted last yecar.

About 167,000 acres were planta
ed this year, a little less than half
of the 1945 acreage. More than
163,000 acres were harvested,
losses and abandonment being
only about 2.3 per cent compared
with over eight per cent in 1845.
The estimated yield per acre is
1,634 pounds, considerably higher
than the 1,372 pounds per acre
produced last yera and the 1,328
pounds average.

Production in each of the 12
commercial producing states ex-
cept California was below last
year., A few states, notably Ohio,
Nebraska, and QOklahoma, pro-
duced less than half as much as
last year. Jowa is still the major
producing state with Indiana,
Illinois, and Ohio follo ‘Y!ng in that
order. Iowa produced about 82
million pounds of god quality pop-
corn.,
