Slaying Wife

LOS ANGELES — (U.F>) — An
ex-marine who was considering
.self-imposed confinement in a
psycho-neurotic ward was held on
suspicion of murder today after
admitting he quarreled with his
estranged wife a few hours before
her mutilated body was found
trampled into the weeds of a va-
cant lot.

Frank E. French, 47, a veteran
of two wars, swore "before me
and my God" that he was not re-
sponsible for the death of his
dark-haired, attractive wife, 45-
year-old Jeanne T. French, a col-
orful "Hying nurse" who once
traveled as a part of the "inter-
national set" in Paris, London,
and New York.

Police said that French's ac-
count of his activities between
midnight Sunday and the discov-
ery of the body Monday morning
showed 'major discrepancies."

"We believe we have the right
man," officers snjd.

Mrs. French, a former movie
actress and one-time companion
to the New York socialite and oil
heiress Millicent Rogers, was the
victim of the city's second mu-
tilation slaying in less than a
month.

Her body was discovered by a
bulldozer operator en route to a
housing project. Scrawled in lip-
stick across her abdomen were
the letters "B.D."

Police thought they stood for
"Black Dahlia," the name applied
to beauliful Elizabeth Short, who
was murdered Jan. 15, but
doubted there was any connection
between the two cases.
