Labor Department
Fund Cut Deplored

Childs Feels Such Sloshing
Won't Carve Better America

By MARQUIS CHILDS

WASHINGTON— WE ARE BEGINNING
to see the iconsequences of meat-ax economy.

We are getting policy legislation by way
of crippling budgetary cuts. It is a method
calculated to produce the utmost confusion
and uncertainty.

The first victim to; come off the house
operating table is the department ot -labor.
On the surface it looks as . though the cut
in the department's appropriation was rea-
sonable enough. The appropriation requested
was in round numbers, $103,000,000 and the
cut was nearly $13,000,000. But when you
examine the figures more closely, the real
nature of this reduction becomes evident.

OP THE TOTAL AMOUNT ASKED FOR
the labor department, $71,728,000 goes to
pay for state employment services. It pays
jobholders in the states. This entire amount
was approved by the house appropriations
committee. So the cut of nearly $13,000,000
comes out ol the $32,000,000 which the de-

partment of labor asked for
its normal operation.

As a.taxpayer you may
think, "Well, what of it?
There are too many govern-
ment employes anyway."
the Bureau of Labor Sta-
tistics in the labor depart-
ment was cut originally 40
per cent, and then another
20 per cent1 cut was added
on the floor .of the house.
The BLS may seem a pretty
remote little segment of the
bureaucracy, and therefore

the average citizen won't give much thought
to this example of the way the meat ax
works.

Actually the BLS is tied into the nation's
industrial economy closely. The cost-of-living
Index compiled by BLS is relied upon in
hundreds of union contracts to determine
when wages shall go up in accord with in-
creases in the cost of food and rent.

THE OPERATING ORGANIZATION OF
the U. S. Employment Service, was cut 80
per cent. T^ie heaviest slash fell on that
part of the service charged with seeing that
federal funds going to the states for wel-
fare purposes are spent tinder certain non-
political standards. Here,' too, it. looks as
though congress was perfectly willing to let
the states do what they want with money
out of the federal till.

The idea of withholding funds from the
conciliation service in order to get rid of
Edgar L. Warren, head of the service, is
the wrong way to go about the kind of
change, if the change should be made. Ex-
perts outside the government have recently
testified to improvements in the service which
Warren has brought about during the past
year. If he is fired because of the color of
his hair or the kind of neckties he wears, he
should at least be given a chance to state
his case.

With 5,300 back cases to be cleared, the
National Labor Relations Board has had its
appropriation cut in half. This means that
plans to clean up' back cases will go over-
board and that the present staff will-be cut.
It is one way to emasculate the Wagner labor
relations act without ever voting on it.

THE CHIEF MOVER IN THIS ECONOMY

drive is Chairman John Taber of the house
appropriations committee. Even those gov-
ernment officials who have felt the full force
of Taber's angry bark respect his integrity.
They respect his honesty of purpose.

Taber is trying to cut the government
back to the scale of an earlier .America.'In
that earlier America, economic power was
not centralized to anything lite the degree
it is today. We were still relatively isolated
from the rest of the world.

It might be highly desirable to go back
to that earlier America, Thinking back to
that time, we remember it as a simpler era
when values were not confused and com-
plicated as they are today. But it is fairly
obvious that we can't go back to it merely
by cutting the government in half. The cen-
tralized economic power would still be there.
So would the tangled skein of our relation-
ship with other nations and other peoples.

THE EFFORT TO CUT THE GOVERN-

ment down to the scale of that earlier Amer-
ica can produce disastrous consequences in
our highly complex, industrialized society.
We now have a debt of $260,000,000,000. That
cannot be reduced by saving on government
candle-ends. It can be met and reduced only
in a flourishing, expanding economy in which
government is recognized as having a definite
place.

New Chemical
Offers Hope
in Leukemia

MINNEAPOLIS — (U.R) — A
chemical previously used as an
animal anesthetic may provide a
means of checking leukemia, a
usually fatal blood disease, Uni-
versity of Minnesota scientists
have disclosed.

-Three university researchers
have found that urethnne, a
chemlcsl developed in England,
retards the growth of the cancer-
like blood disease, which causes
the uncontrolled increase of white
corpuscles.

Dr. Arthur Kirschbaum, associ-
ate professor of anatomy; Dr.
Ruby Engstrom, teaching assist-
ant, and Dr. Harry W. Mixer,
National Cancer institute fellow
in radiology, said their work had
been limited to experiments on
mice. They said, however, that
research hero has compared fa-
vorably with the results o! ex-
periments conducted on human
beings in England.

Injection of urethane into mice
which had x been infected with
leukemia reatilted in a reduction
of the white blood cell count, the
scientists said. In two cases the
cell count was successful enough
to raise hopes that use of the
drug on humans would be effec-
tive for long periods.

Results thus far have not been
permanent, however, the research-
ers said, making continuous treat-
ment necessary.

Brown, Mt. Horeb,
Receives War Award

MT. HOREB—Lieut. Frederick
A. Brown, medical corps, USNR,
Mt. Horeb, son of Mrs. Marie G.
Brown, has received the. perma-
nent citation for his Bronze Star
medal from Secretary of the Navy
James Forrestal, for the president.

Lieut. Brown, who has been re-
leased to inactive duty, earned the
award serving as medical officer
of the destroyer USS Little during
the assault on Okinawa.

During the war citations were
temporary, or incomplete, for se-
curity reasons.

Text of the complete citation is
as follows:

"For heroic, achievement as the
medical officer of the USS Little
in action against enemy Japanese
forces during the assualt on Oki-
nawa, Jima on May 3, 1945. Or-
dered to abandon ship when his
vessel was attacked by several
enemy suicide < planes, Lieut,
(then Lieut, jg) Brown bravely
remained on board to direct the
placement of the seriously wound-
ed in life rafts and to continue his
medical work which saved the
lives of numerous men. His cour-
age and steadfast devotion to duty
were in keeping with the highest
traditions of the United States
naval service."

Q. Is a blind veteran who re-
ceives service-connected disabil-
ity pension entitled to a Seeing
Eye Dog??

A. Yes. Blind veterans are en-
titled tor Seeing Eye Dogs and to
travel expenses to and from home
incurred in becoming adjusted to
the dog during a training period.

Q. What is the' distinction be-
tween a retired serviceman and
one who is discharged?

A. A retired serviceman is
still; a soldier, not on. active duty,
retired on certain pay because of.
length of service,'physical disabil-'
ity, or both.. Discharged service-
man is no longer connected with
service in any way.

Q. When the medal of honor is
awarded posthumously does a
man's dependents receive com-
pensation? ;

A. No. The dependents of recipi-
ents of medal of honor do not re-
ceive any compensations in cases
pf this type of award.
