Czar 'Faked’
Death, New
Book Indicates

NEW YORK—Did Czar Alex-
ander I of Russia die of fever at
Taganrog in 1826 or did he live
until 1364 in Siberia, disguised as
a lay priest?
This is one of history's great
conundrums — ranking with the
mystery of the lost dauphin, the
fate of Marshal Ney, and the dis-
appearance of the Roanoke colony
in North Carolina.
For more than 100 years the
guestion has been debated in and
out of Russia and even today ne
positive answer can be given.
However, a massive body of
evidence has been gathered by
Leonid I. Strakhovsky, a Harvard
university lecturer on Slavic top~
ice, designed to establish the the-
ory that Alexander lived for 29
years after his “official death” in
the role of “Fyodor Fuzmich’™ e
pious man revered in Siberia as
something approaching a saint.
Impressive Evidence
Strakhovsky's theory is present-
ed in a3 biography, “Alexander I of
Russia," published by W. W. Nor-
tou and Co. Whether Alexander
actually did conspire with a few
close friends and retainers to foist.
a false account of his death upon
his country, Strakhovsky has es-
tablished that there is impres-
sive evidence to beat out the the-
ory.
i{is most startling reveolation
is the fact that thore exists in
London a cache of private docu-
ments and papers wheih probably
will reveal ultimately the truth
about the fate of Czar Alexander.
These are the private records of
the Catheart family, which were
scaled immediately after the
Czar's supposed death in 1826 a_nd'
which remain sealed to every in-
vestigator who has attempted two
gain access to them,
As late as 1925, the late Grand
Duke Nicholas Mikhallovich, who
tried to unravel the riddle of
Alexander's fate, was refused per-
mission to inspect the documents.
Another Russian histerian, Prince
Vladimir Bariatinsky, also failed.
Strakhovsky speculates that the
Cathearts will hold the papers for
100 vyears from the time of the
death of “Fyodor Kuzmich” and
that in 1964 they will open the
collection and reveal that Alex-
onder concocied n fantastic con-
spiracy te falsify his own death in
arder to relinquish the throne of
Russia,

Body Substiluted?

Strakhovsky believes that Alex-
ander with the connivance of his
personal physician and with the
knowledge of his wife and a few
family and court intimates, sub-
stituted the body of a court cour-
ier for his own, slipped out of
Taganrog ahoard the Catheart
yacht, visiled 1o Jerusalem and
then was returned to Russia, sc-
cretly, and made his way io Si-
beria.

It is his beliet that the Czar
was motivated by o religious guiit
complex slemming from his par-
ticipation in the plot which led
to the murder, of his father, the
mad Czar, Paul 1.
