Reich Laborers
Sneak to France

Bidault Suggestion
Already a Fact
By L.ANDRUM BOI.LINQ

PAHIS—The migration of Ger-

man workers into France, such as
was recently proposed by Foreign
Minister Georges Bidault at the
Big Four meeting in Moscow is
already, in an illegal and limited
fashion, an accomplished fact.

To many Germans, sick of life
,n the ruined fatherland and hope-
less about its future, France is the
jright promised land. And curi-
ously there are French who are
glad to help open the gate.

"I like'it here very much," a
young German who did not wail
for Bidault's Moscow proposal to
gain Big Four acceptance told this
correspondent. "I expect to stay,
My papers are now in order.
There will be no trouble."

Getting one's papers in order
Is the first and most important
problem which the German immi-
jrant faces. Forgery or bribery of
French officials is' the method.

Some simply slip over the bor-
der at isolated sections of the fron-
tier at night to get Into France
Oters come with the connivance o
French occupation forces in Ger-
many. A new gag is being worked
by some Germans, who say they
come from provinces now occu-
pied by Poland, asserting they are
now Poles.

Some German technicians—no-
body knows how many — have
been brought in officially by the
government. Most are physicists
and engineers who are engaget
in carrying on the same kind of
advanced war research projects
which they worked on under th<
Nazis, this correspondent has
learned.

Still Short
Meanwhile, it is reported that a

least 50,000 escaped German pris-
oners of war are living and work-
ing in Paris alon«. Several times
that many have been publicly of-
fered an opportunity to remain
in France as civilian workers bu
restrictions on their work and
movements are such that mos
have already turned down thi
offer.
