LONDON — (ONA) — One of
.ondon's best-loved and best-

cnown personalities, Eros, God of
,ove, exiled from his stand in the

center of Piccadilly circus since
he beginning of the war, will re-
urn in June.

Eros, known also to tens of
housands oC prewar American
ourists, normally stands on a
icdestal in the center of London's

Times square.
The London County council re-

moved the figure seven and a
lalf years ago and stored it in the
:ouncil building on the south bank
if the Thames to protect it from
Afar-damage.

Weather Stain Removed
Now Eros is being shined up

or his return appearance. Many
years of weather stain will be re-
novcd so that the statue will ap-
ear (for the first time to many

| Londoners) in Its original dull
silver color. The clean-up process
will cost $1,800 and about 1,000
man-hours.

Though Eros with its wings,
arched body and bent bow looks
an airy creation, it actully stands
10 feet high and weighs 448
pounds. Four strong men will be
needed to haul it from its present
resting-place on a heap of A.R.P.
mattresses.

The statue, first set up in 1839,
was designed by Sir Alfred Gil-
bert and was presented to London

in memory of the late Lord Shaft-
esbury. It is known in the official
records as the Shaftesbury Me-
morial fountain.

The steps leading up to the fig-
ure of Eros have long been a tra-
ditional resort for London's elder-
ly Cockney flowerwomen. When
Eros abandoned his perch leaving
an "emptly place against the sky,"
the old girls left too, one by one.
