Reis Dismisses
10-Year-Old
Fight for $387

A 10—}ear-old disptite between

. two men from Whilewater and St

Paul, Minn.. concerning the pay-
ment of a $387 note, was dis-
missed late Wednesday by Circuit
Judge Alvin C, Reis, with the
agreément of the two men, on
grounds that there was no fraud
involved in connection with the
note,

M. T. Nagle, St. Paul, started
suite to collect on the note he
claimed was owned him by Perry
N. Cobleigh, Whitewater. Co-
bleigh filed a counter-claim, at-
tempiing o get back $200 he
clalmed was paid during the past
10 years 1o Nagle on the note.

During a day's testimony belore
a circuit court jury. 11 was dis-
closed that the lrouble started
in 1937 when Nagle took over
£18,000 in noles from the now de-
funct Badger T-ractor corp,
Whitewater, Nagle claimed twoaof
the notes were from Cobleigh,
although testimony revealed that
Cobleigh's signature was not oa
them.

Wagle ohigined the 5387 noe
from Cobleigh, supposedly as col-

isaued to the tractor Hrm. but did
not turn the firal two notes over
to Cobleigh.

Cobleigh testified that altkough
he knew nothing of the first two
notes, he signed the $337 note be-
cause Nagle accosted him with
threats of imprisonment The
threats were made in front of a
group of some 70 salesmen, over
whom Cobleigh was supervisor,
and 1o avoid embarrassment, he
complied with Nagle’s request,
Cobleigh told the court.
