Kelley were to be joint executors.
Later, however, Kelley had a

codicil drawn which made him
the sole executor, which elim-
inated the trust fund, and which
allowed Kelley to divide the es-

ifl2)tate among the heirs.
Morrison said that Sullivan,

I was drafted, have become "easy
prey to a cool, fast-working,
scheming and designing in-law,"
and he validated, the original
will but discarded the codicil. The
supreme court, in a unanimous
opinion, today upheld that rul-
ing and conceded that Dr. Kelley
had obtained the concession by
"sly, underhand means."
