Where to Find
Mr.Exasperation,
the Black Bass

By JOHN ALDEN KNIGHAT
{Noted Sporisman, Author and Creator of
Solunar Tables),

Black bass, particularly the small-mouth
variely, are interesting and, frequently, exas-
perating fish, It has always seemed 1o me
that adult small-mouth hass—Ifish thal weigh
from thrée pounds up—are the most diffi-
cult to caleh consislently of all of our fresh
water [ishas.

There must be a reason or reasons for the
reluctance with which these fish allow them-
selves to be hooled, )

Let’s iake a look at one of them, a close
look, and see if we can flind oul what makes
him tick.

ALTHOUGH HE 15 LISTED BRY SCIENCE
ag a warm-water fish, a kig small-mouth is
quite susceptible to temperatures. In the fall,
when the water temperature drops below 60
degrees, he goes on a feeding spree to build
up his reserves to sustain him through hig
period of winter hibernation,

When the water temperature drops below
55, he finds himself a safe resting place in
'the muddy bottom of a deep backwater and
[there he spends the winter, in a state of
I partially suspended animation.

When spring comes, he leaves his winter
équarters, und when the water reaches the 67
degree mark, he goes in for his annual spawn-
ing. That being done, he looks about for a
salisfactory home for ithe summer months.

Although he can be perfectly healthy and
happy in temperatures in the low 90s, his
preference is cooler watler, if possible in the
high 0s. .

In a river, where the action of the cur-
rent keeps the water temperature pretty much
uniform, low temperatiire areas are confined
to the spring holes and cold seepage areas
along certain banks; alse, to the mouths of
the feeder streams. These are the concentra-
tion areas and when yau find them, there also
will ¥ou find the big small-mouths.

IN A LAKE, THE TEMPFERATURE AR-

plex. When -he ice first “goes oul” in the
spring, lake temperatures, while guite chilly,
are apt to be about uniform throughout. A
few warm days, however, brings about
changes and the water divides itself into
three well-defined temperature layers.

The top layer or “epilimnion,” as the lym-
nologistz call it, is a shallow atfair, usually

‘not more than two or three feet deep. The

lower layer, or ‘“hypolimnion,” is more com-
prehensive, toking up most of the waler in
the lake.

Usually this
ithermocline layer is only 25 feet or =0 in
thickness, but its temperature range takes in
sometimmes as much as 25 or 30 degrees,

rangement affcct the movements of the adult
small-mouth bass? We know that he pre-
fers a temperature of 67 degrees if he ran
tind it. The upper edge of the thermociine is,
in most lakes, about 75 degrees during the
summer months. The lower edge of this band
is down fear the fifty mark, Somewhere
along the line, ususlly about 20 feet bLelow
the surface, is the desired 87 degree mark,

area, such as a bar or a rocky shoal, that has
approximately this temperatore, there he will

A Moving Account
of Filipino Loyalties

First bock of a new publishing house,
Bread and Rice, by Doris Rubens, an Amer-
ican newsbaper woman, contains a moving
account of the intense devotion and courage
ef the Filipincs, among whom she and her
hushand hid in the hills near Montalban dur-
ing the Japanese occupation, :
