But Marshal, who cume up for
a visit and stayed on like a hun-
gry relative, is the lad who pro-
vides the coup de grace for the
Mize-Cooper one-two nunch. Sta-
tistics ordinarily are sleep-pro-
during but take a look at these:

He also is second to
Mize in homers, trailing Big
Jawn's 28 with a pressing 25.

Currently belting the ball at a
.293 clip, the 26-year-old Virgin-
ian is repaying Ott for the faith
the little manager had in him last
season when everybody else was
ready to give up. Ott didn't, and
neither did Marshall, and the rest
is another bit of baseball history.

The diamond saga of the six-
foot, one-inch southerner started
when he left Wake Forest college
and joined the Atlanta Crackers

of the Southern Association. He
was big and fast and he could hit,
so Atlanta President Earl Mann
put a $50,000 price tag on him
when the major league scouts
started moving in. It frightened
most of them away so Marshall
spent a second season, 1941, with
the crackers,

Then he was taken with thp
Giants for a look, after the price
was cut to $30,0'00, and Ott kept
him on. He hit .257 and H hom-
ers, mnc.e the sll-star team as a
rookie and success seemed as-
sured. Then came the war and
Willard was off with the Marines
for three years.

.Returning last season, Marshall
was a terrible disappontment
early in the campaign. But Ott
stuck with him and said:

Hasn't Reached His Peak
"Willard, right field is yours.

Take it easy."
Starting to hit his stride, Mar-

shall wound up the '46 season
%vith 13 homers and a batting
mark of .282.

• This season he has fitted in as
a -very important cog in the high-
scoring Giant machine which is
out to break all home run records.
He is still the same quiet, modest
ball player he was when he came
up in 1942, which probably is one
of the reasons he gels such small
notice. Gentlemanly and almost
shy, he's the identical player who
insisted on calling easy-going Mel
by the handle of "Mr. Ott."

"Call me Mel," Ott remon-
strated.

"Yes Mr. Ott," Marshall re-,

McGraw."
As for Marshall, Ott is so grate-

ful that his faith paid off that
he'd almost call Willard "Mister."

"He's one of the most under-
rated players in the game," Ott
insists. "Last year he was in a
fog after coming back from serv-
ice. He ran the bases like a blind
man and took a costly extra step
before throwing the ball. Now
he's firing it into the plate as good
as anyone."

Marshall, meanwhile, takes his
successes modestly with an almost
embarrassed "nothing to ft."

Ott grins, too, and with just
cause. He wasn't only right about
walloping Willard but he doesn't
think Marshall has reached his
peak even yet.
