Several Milwaukee county Demo-

cratic clubs and the Jefferson County
Republican club have one thing in com-
mon: they are extremely active organi-
zations and do a great deal to stimulate
the interest of voters in political affairs.

Clark Could Reach
Culprits in Cabinet

Two Administration Errors
Blamed Most for Price Rises

By MARQUIS CHILDS

WASHINGTON —BEFORE YOU MAKE
your stew, you_must first catch your rabbit.

That is an ancient bit of advice that politi-
cians too often conveniently ignore.

With a great fanfare of publicity, Atty.
Gen. Tom. C. Clark has announced a cam-
paign of criminal prosecution against those
who conspire to increase the price o£ food,
clothing, and shelter. He .has captured the
headlines but whether he will capture any-
thing more substantial is a
question.

Clark in particular has
a habit of advertising his
stew before he has even be-
gun to chase the rabbit
through the tall grass. He
makes many speeches and
is frequently photographed
doing conspicuous g o o d
deeds. In cynical Washing-
ton the common explana-
tion for this behavior is
that Clark wants to be the
vice-presidential candidate
on the Democratic ticket next year.

ONE CAN WISH THE ATTORNEY
general the best of luck in the world in
his di}ve on profiteers. Certainly relief from
high prices is what most Americans want
above everything else. But it he is going to
put everyone in jail who helped to force
prices up, we are going to need a lot of
jails.

What is more, if Clark looks around sud-
denly at a cabinet meeting, he is likely to
find a culprit or two within arm's length.
Two fundamental errors of the Truman ad-
ministration contributed to the upward spiral
if prices immediately after the war's end.

One was the repeal of the excess profits
tax. The other was the removal of wage con-
trols and the encouragement of labor In de-
manding adidtlonal pay. It would.be hard
to say which move did the most damage.

REPEAL OF THE EXCESS PROFITS

tax, in face of the vast consumer demand
after four years of war, made possible the
swollen profits reported by most large corpor-
ations in recent months. For the corporations
those profits are decidely a mixed blessing.
They have been used by union leaders as the
background forva demand lor higher wages
and lower prices.

At the time the repeal was proposed,
there was a kind of conspiracy of silence.
Almost the only leader of stature to speak
against it was Bernard M. Baruch, who fore-
saw plainly what such a move would mean.

Higher wages have contributed to higher
prices. While you can argue whether this
has been the principal cause of the price
rise, no one can deny that it is a major factor.
In the vicious upward see-saw, wages may
have kept a little bit ahead. The statistical
experts show that the race has been close
during the past year and a half.

BUT THE PLAIN. UNVARNISHED FACT

is that almost no one, of whatever political
party or whatever economic group, is guilt-
less in connection with the price spiral. The
unorganized, the oldjivho live on pensions or
small savings, have had least to 'do with it
and they have suffered most.

• There are very real limits on what Clark
can actually do. He talks about invoking th,e
anti-trust laws -against those guilty oi col-
lusion in price rises, curtailment of output,
or restriction" of capacity expansion.

That is a large order. It must be measured
against the fact that successful anti-trust
prosecution can occur only in a climate o£
•opinion sympathetic to it. As head of the
anti-trust division of the justice department,
Thurman Arnold considered it one of his
duties to try to create a favorable climate.
He was able to dramatize the issue of monop-
oly, whether in industry or in labor, versus
competition. In the years since he left the
department of justice, opinion has shifted.
No one wtih the same force and zeal has
come along to show what the stakes are.

So long as we can have competition, we
are not too badly off. The question, as has
been pointed out often in this space, is how j
much competition is left in our country.
