Five .children were with-
drawn. Fees collected totaled
$748.37, and the relief depart-
ment subsidy check, paid to the
b o a r d of education, totaled
$1,266.81, Miss Nitcher's report
shows.

Co-op Baato Studied
Paul Thompson, spokesman for

the parents told the board of edu-
cation that the group U itudyinS
the possibility of operating the
nursery on a cooperative basis.

Some mothers are eligible to
$332 help monthly from the state
department of public welfare, and
labor groups also have indicated
willingness to help, Thompson
said. Parents' lees and funds from
these sources would pay a con-
siderable part of the cost, he
claimed.

If the center ls~ closed, the al-
ternative for some parents will be
acceptance of relief, he declared,
as they are now on a marginal
living standard. They cannot de-
pend upon private nursery school*
which are not operated enough
hours daily to care for children
of working mothers, he said. He
reported nursery center teachers
arc willing to teach for a few
weeks without salary.

Advice of the city child study
department and facilities at Lin-
coln school are heeded if the cen-
ter is organized as a cooperative,
he said.
