bus transporiation at public ex-
pense, In many states, ‘garbed
sisters’ are, actually teaching in
the publie schoals. Myron Taylor,
as President Truman’'s perscnal
representative to the Vatican, with
rank of ambassador, still i3 jn
Rome. .

“No thinking American can ook
upon these trends and develop-
ments with folded hands and in-
different minds.
