Lesson Hands)
TODAY'S hand involves the prin-v

ciple. of playing out every ,
hand. You never can be a good
bridge player if you quit in the
middle of a hand.

Employing the point count sys-
tem which is used today by
many good players, South is
justified 'n opening the bidding
with two'no trump, as he has a
count of 24. North, with no
count, correctly passes.

You can see that declarer has
a terrific job, as he has to win
all the tricks in his hand. He
must try to get the opponents
to play the hand lor him. There-
fore, when he 'wins the first
trick with the queen of spades,
the correct play is to cash the
ace of spfjdes and lead the three,
hoping to force the opponents
to lead into another lenace.

However, East wins the third
trick with the king of spades,
and -leads the lack of diamonds.
