WASHINGTON, Nov. 2—(AP)
President Truman looks to the na-
:ion'a municipalities for help In
providing "decent homea for vet-
erana within their financial means."

He said in a letter prepared for
he Nov. 3-Nov. 6 m«-etinx of the

American Municipal Anaocintion at
Orleaan*'

"The munlclj iul i t leg hnvo fro-
quently demonitttated their paltlo-
;ic concotn for this queation (houa-
ng) by cooperating with the feder-

al and atate governments.
"Through their effoits, more

houaea have I, sen built for veter-
ans, and progress has hern made
toward finding n notation for the
serious lack of icntal housing and
Increasing the amount of low-rent
public housing.

"Your discussions, I hope, result
In concrete proposal* through
which the munlr lpal l l lnM, In coop
em lion with the states ami the fed-
eral government, can further stimu-
late the determination of this
country to provide decent homes
for veterans within their financial
means."

The municipal asuoeiatlon made
public Mr. Truman's letter.

The letter also called for loral
cooperation with the save-graln-
for Europe program.

Further it said that Mr. Truman
expects the mayors and other lo-
cal officfala to re-examine the tax
relationships of federal, atate and
local governments with a view to-
ward "Improved utilization of gov«
ernrhent revenues."

HIGH TIDES BATTER
CAROLINAS COAST

ADMISSION OF DP'S
URGED BY M'GRATH
WASHINGTON, Nov. 2—(AP)

Senator McGrath (D-R.I ) proposed
today that America fill Its Immi-
gration quotas with Displaced Per-
sons,

Recently hack from Europe, Mc-
Grath suggested that a United
States commission be named to se-
lect refugees "best able to contrib-
ute to American life" He said the
plan could be kept within present
Immigration laws, noting that the
Inflow "dropped to a trickle" during
the war.

The senator predicted the prob-
lem will be taken up by Congress
early In the regular session which
begins In January. He outlined his
proposal in a radio interview.

McGrath, who visited 16 countries
for displaced persons in Germany,
declared the outstanding fact he ob-
served "was their craving for a
demornitlc way of life-—a love and
yearning for fiec Inntlrutlonn"

He said that of 900,000 displaced
persons In the American and Brit-
ish zones, the majority are racially
German with many others from Po-
land, Latvia, Lithuania and other
countries to which they cannot re-
turn.

Religiously, 20 per cent are Jews
nearly all wishing to go to Pales-
tine, he said. The remaining 80 per
cent he divided between Remark
and Greek Catholics, and Protest-
ants, with Lutherans predominat-
ing among the Protestants. Of this
80 per cent, moat "seem to wish to
clear out of the old world, to settle
in Australia or in the western hemi-
sphere," he said.

CHARLESTON, S. C, Nov. 2—
