Murderer s Life
Sentence Whittled
Down to 30 Years

Henry J. Vandekerkhove, con-

‘‘unusual opportunities™ to escape
from Wisconsin State prison but
hasn't tried it, Tuesday was re-
warded by Gov, Renhebohm with
a commutation of sentence.

The governor reduced Vande-
kerkhove's life sentence to 30
years, making him eligible for
parole in a few more years.

Vandekerkhove and another
man attempted a Tobbery in
which a man was killed, and Van-
dekerkhove, who fired the shot,
was sentenced to life in 1938 for
‘premeditated murder.

He did not have the benefit af
an attorney. His accomplice re-
fused to plead guilly and re-
ceived a minor sentence, “which
indicates that a jury might not
have found Vandakerkhove guilty
of first degree (premeditaied)
murder and his sentence would
have been for less than life,” Ren-
nehohm said today,

“During his imprisonment,” the
governor said, “Vandekerkhove
has been used in prison work
where only the most reliable men
are employed. He has been a
driver for the warden and prison
chaplain, and as such has had
unusval opportunities for escape.
Few men faced with unending
imprisonment would have ful-
filled their irust so faithfully.”
