The thing to remember about dis-
mantling furniture li that the wood
doesn't etlck together bcaiwss of
magnetlim. K two placaa oC wood
stay together It'* either bocnune or
llut, Borewa, null* or doweli, Find
the cause, and put down the hatch-
et. Get rid of tho finish first with
sandpaper and a icrapor, This
mnkos it easier to find the Borews
or nail*. Mont of Ilia NCIOW horulw
will be concealed, Tho houd is
*et Itelow the wood >urfeoe and
th» hole la filled with putty or
even a wood plug. If you can't find
naili or acrewB then the joint Is
probably held with glua and thin
calls for water or steam to eoftnn
It up.

Any fancy work that can't bi re-
moved is a unit can b« eliminate I
with ft plane, chisel and sandpiper.
