How-
ever, under the Economy Act of
1932, as amended, certain per-
centage reductions were made in
the salaries, of all government
officers, and employes except
those whose compensation may
not, under the Constitution, be
diminished during their continu-

.ance in of flee.. The Secretary of
the Treasury was authorized to
accept .from .''any person- whose
salary, under the Constitution,
may not be diminished, remit-
tances of such part of his com-
pensation as would not be paid
to: him -if such diminution of
compensation were not prohibit-
ed. Under this provision of law.
President Hoover returned to
the Treasury-a portion of his
salary as.President.
