In-today's hand declarer has

nine -trumps. The odds favor
that the adverse trump distribu-
tion win be 3-1 rather than 2-2.
However declarer has two losing
clubs, and he must;lose at least
one trump.. His ,only hope to
make the contracts to find the
trump ; honors . divided evenly,
and to find the ace in the East
hand. Or if the'ace is in the
West hand he' must hope that
the queen is not with it.

South wins the first trick with
the king of hearts. If he leads a
trump he knows that the oppo-
nents will cash two club tricks
