'Lettuce Box' Saves
Insolvent Students

COLUMBUS, O. — <U,R>— "The
Lettuce Box" >,sprouts the long
green for hard-pressed Ohio State
university students.

In the entrance of Hennicka
Restaurant, across from the cam-
pus gates, hangs a glass-paneled
frame marked "The Lettuce Box,"
In it are perhaps a dozen five-
dollar bills, each suspended by »
metal clip.

When a student finds himself
temporarily "embarrassed," he in-
forms the restaurant cashier. Af-
ter identifying himself as an OSU
student in good standing, he fills
out what looks like a library card
—name on one side, date he'll re-
turn the five-spot on the other.
And with .that he -becomes sol-
vent again.

A bill is taken from the case
and in its place goes the card,
date side out. After a maximum
of five days, the student returns
the money and the card goes back
to the files. Should he fail to
make payment as due, the card is
reversed so his name is "posted"
as delinquent in the case,

"The plan has been in opera-
tion for more than two months,
and to date we've had no trouble
with anyone defaulting on pay-
ment," says W. T. Parker, the res-
taurant1 owner and proprietor,
who developed the idea. He was
a student himself once and un-
derstands.
