Q. Is cellulose acetate, as used
by stamp collectors, harmful in
any way to the stamps? H. M.

A. Cellulose acetate has not
been found to be harmful to
sumps. However, chcmlnts have
stated that it has not been in use
long enough to be able to state
unqualifiedly that it will not
eventually be harmful to stamps
because of chemical reaction.
Many collectors will not use any
covering at all on their stamps
because of this uncertainty, as
nothing has yet been discovered
that can be used as a constant
covering with absolute assur-
ance. In other words, while cel-
lulose acetate is not known to
be harmful, as many other types
of covering have been, it also
cannot be guaranteed not to
have chemical reaction after a
long period of years, since such
a test has not been made.

Q. How many 33rd Degree
Masons are there in the United

A. In the Southern Jurisdic-
tion there can only be 33 actlva
33rd degree members. Thoro
may, however, bc'a larger num-
ber of honorary members. The
Northern Jurisdiction allows 68
