A. Henry ts derived from the
Old German Haimlrieh, com-
posed of halmi, "house" »nd
rlcjh, "rule." The name was Lat-
mixed as Henrlcus and in French
became Henri. The English pro-
nunciation of Henri was Harry
and this was tho usual English
form ot the name until tho 17lh
century*

the sun is partly reflected back
and partly used up in evaporat-
ing the water. The same
amount of energy from the sun
causes a smaller rise of tempera-
ture In « water surface than In
a land stirfae*. and the snmo
amount of radiation causes a
smaller fall in temperature.

diction. Its first recorded use
is by Athanasius, bishop of Alex-
andria, who applied it to his
predecessor, Alexander, as a
mark of respect. In the next
century its use seems to have
been more common, for several
archbishops are stated to have
been present at the Council ot
Chalcedon in 451. In the West-
ern Church the title was hardly
known before tho 7th century
and dW not become common un-
