Aid to Needy Change

• Answer to Question No. 1

Early adjustments in Califor-
nia's system of providing finan-
cial aid to the needy should re-
sult from information given the
state department of social wel-
fare at a meeting in Los Angeles.

It was disclosed, for example,
that 675 recipients from Los An-
geles County alone are living in
other states while getting bene-
fits from California

'Furthermore, some still on the
California pension roll have been
away for three, four or five
years.

The Los Angeles County Wel-
fare Department thus suggests
some tightening up. It recom-
mends specifically that recipients
of aid for the aged not be per-
mitted to absent thcmsclvejj from
the state for more than a year.
Dependent children and the
needy blind also would be in-
cluded.

This Is a sound proposal. More-
over, the state agency ought to

give consideration to another,
proposal that only six months be
the limit applied to absentee re-
cipients.

These • r jple,' of couxse ,ax*
entitled ', visit elsewhere for*
reasonable, lengths of time. Nor.
should the most .watchful 'tax-
payer begrudge them «uc\en?
joyment.

But it is something else again
when recipients can afford ,to
make other states virtually their
homes while collecting from Cali-
fornia.

There likewise is the likeli-
hood many of them may have
other means of support, includ-
ing assets which would bar them
from charltiiblo benefits.

Stopping money from, going; to
what amounts to residents of
other states should be an initial
order of business.—Sacramento
Bee.
