The name and address of the
person issuing campaign buttons
for a candidate for public office
must be printed upon the face of
the buttons, Atty, Gen. John E.
Martin ruled today.

Martin's opinion was requested
by Winnebago County Dist. Atty.
John A. Moore, Oshkosh. Moore
inquired if the law requiring
campaign literature to state the
name and address of the persons
authorizing such literature ap-
plied to campaign buttons.

Martin ruled that it does. How-
ever, he said, the name and ad-
dress of the person or organiza-
tion authorizing the buttons “can
be printed in type of almost mi-
croscopic size so long as it is leg-
ible,” The law sets up no require-
ment on the size of type used for
printing this information, he ex-
plained.
