One of the sections of the
Talt-Hartlcy law created a spe-
cial Congressional "watchdog
committee to keep an eye on the
way the act worked in practice.

It finds that strikes,
in number, in man-days of idle-
ness and in total number of
workers affected, have steadily
declined in each successive
month since the law became
lully operative last Aug. 22. (It
would be claiming too much to
attribute this result to the pres-
ence of the Taft-Hartlcy Act on
the statute books, but at least
the record belies the many pre-
dictions" that the enactment of
the legislation would provoke a
tremendous display of Industrial
unrest)

settled without necessity of for-
mal action and that the revision
In the organization and pro-
cedure of the National Labor
Reunions Bom-d tins operated to
promote public confidence.
