Now what should South do?
Should he bid three diamonds
arid have his partner rebid hearts
or bid spades, then have to go
into three no trump?

Nearly everybody has a' differ-
ent bid to make at this point.
Peter Leventritt and I more or
less agreed that we would bid
two hearts over one heart, in
which case North should bid two
spades. ,

Now South knows that North
has a tremendous hand, and it is
important for him to learn some-
thing about the club holding.
When South bids three clubs he
shows the ace of clubs and at the
same time tells North that he is
willing to go along for a slam
try.

With that information North
can bid four no trump if he wants
to make sure that South docs not
have three aces. South responds
with five hearts showing two
aces and North knows he is off
an ace.

In rubber bridge it is agreed
that six hearts is the correct re-
sponse, but the snorting player
in tournament bridge who wants
to take a little gamble can pretty
nearly count 12 tricks at no
trump.
