Governors Ask
Power Project Aid

SACRAMENTO, April 24. <U.E>
Governors of 11 western states
and Alaska today asked the fed-
eral government to avert a
"serious" power shortage in the
west

The. western governor!;' confer-
ence passed a resolution asking
"sufficient" funds to develop
power projects and soil conserva-
tion programs. The money for
power was requested for multiple
purpose flood control, projects
already in operation or being
planned.

The resolution also asked the
Army to allocate at least 6000
tons per month of anhydrous am-
monia, a vital fertilizer base, for
use in western plants. Local com-
munities were asked to increase
plant capacity for production of
the ammonia to supply a "press-
ing need."-

Lack of fertilizer was blamed
lor keeping western farms from
operating a"t full capacily, "dun
in large part lo recent drouths
and to overwork during war-
time."

Other action by the conference
Included a unanimous resolution
urging statehood for Hawaii, and
a request to Congress for a $20,-
000,000 deficiency appropriation
for improvement of forest high-
ways.

The conference set its next
meeting for Salt Lake City, in
November.

Among the governors attending
the conference as guests of Cali-
fornia's Earl Warren were: Her-
bert C. Maw, Utah; Mon C. Wall-
gren, Wash.; John Hall, Oregon;
Vail Pittman, Nevada; C. A.
Robins, Idaho; Sam C. Ford,
Montana, and Ernest Gruenlng of
Alaska.
