He paid 50 cents for the spoon
he had broken, t h o u g h he
"thought it was too high," he re-
lated, and also broke it once
more, making three pieces.

When the proprietor failed to
give him but two of the pieces,
he called the police. He was ad-
vised by the police to "forget the
matter and go home."

He went outside, still insisting
that he have all three parts of
the spoon. The officers arrested
him for disorderly conduct. Po-
lice said that while in jail, Sem-
rad demanded a book on law so
he could look up the legal mean-
ing of disorderly conduct.

In dismissing the case. Judge
Proctor told Semrad to be care-
ful about where he discusses his
rights, but agreed that he was
entitled to the whole spoon.

"On a city street at about 1:50
a. m. is no place or time to be
arguing your civil rights with
policemen," he said.
