China Nationals
Take Kwanghua

N4NKING, May 22. Iff) A. mili-
tary spokesman said today gov-
ernment troops had reoccupied
Kwanghua near evacuated Lao-
hokow and were driving Red col-
umns northward into southern
Honan Province.

The important city of Laoho-
kow fell to Red troops of one-
eyed Gen. Liu Po-cheng earlier
in the week, who were last re-
ported having crossed the Han
River in a threat to control a rich
section of north central China.

The Reds captured heavy na-
tional stores at Laohokow, in-
cluding rice and fuel.

A naval spokesman said Com-
munists were on the north bank
of the Yangtze River between
Chiangying and Shashin. He said
adequate naval forces to prevent
a Yangtze crossing by the Reds
were on hand.

The naval spokesman said in
the past two months Chinese na-
val forces had killed 673 Com-
munists, captured 40 more and
destroyed 160 Communist boats
on the Yangtze.

In Peiping four newspapers
carried reports that Yinghsien in
Shansi Province had fallen to
the Reds. A spokesman at Gen.
Fu Tso-yi's national headquarters
said he had no information on the
report, distributed by the small
local China News Agency.

Only yesterday national head-
quarters at Peiping reported the
36th day of the Yinghsien siege
had subsided into skirmishes.

The privately owned Peiping
newspaper, Shin Chien Jim Pao,
reported between 400 and 500 pas-
sengers on a Peiping-bound train
were made prisoners of Red
troops who halted the train from
Kalgan on Tuesday.

Another newspaper report said
Red troops had captured Yen-
ching in Chamah Province, 45
miles northwest of Peiping. •
