The other child is hearing the
same thing, Both children arc dis-
turbed, bewildered, frightened, and
this scolding and blaming confuses
them more.

What they did they did 'together.
Their minds worked In harmony,
and their hands and feet went
along,

Don't.bother placing the blame,
Nobody on earth can really force
another to act against his will for
any length of time, The will re-
mains even when the body is forc-
ed under a gun to move in-opposi-
tion to it. Each child concerned
must bear his responsibility for
what he does, Each child must re-
main a part of his community and
do his share to maintain order, de-
cency and the moral code.

Hold to that and -waste no time
in blaming the other side. We come
into the world as individuals, we
live that way, and children have
to learn to shoulder responsibility
for their own acts.
