Ex-convict Found
Dead of Stabbing

CLIFTON. N. 'J., July 17. I*
The body of an ex-convict who
carried -cards as a union business
agent was found last night near
a Clifton schoolyard. He had
been stabbed a dozen times.

Det. Capt. Paul Dietrich identi-
fied him as Charles Yanowsky, 43,
of west New York, who, he said,
once was shot down by FBI agents
Investigating a bank robbery.

Dietrich said the pockets ol the
dead man had been turned out,
apparently in a search, but a card

. case wjs found. Calling cards in
it identified Yanowsky as busi-
ness agent for three unions, he
said.

The detective identified the
.unions as the International Long-
shoremen's U n i o n f A. F. L.);
Local 1478, Marine Warehouse-
men's Union; and Local 65, Inter-
national Novelty Workers Union.

The
Senate investigators accused the
former purchasing officer of
making more than 8150,000
through his connection with the
company.

Being dismissed from service
| is only one of the penalties Mey-
ers has paid since his conviction
on the subornation of periurv
charge.

Previously, the Army had
stopped his major general's re-
tirement pay and had stripped
him of his decorations—the Dis-
tinguished Service Medal and the
Legion of Merit.

Meyers still faces additional
charges, including separate pro-
ceedings in Baltimore and Day-
ton for income tax fraud.
