Drug Helpful
In Goiter

By HERMAN N. flUNOESEN;
M.D.

TOXIC goiter Is * disorder In
which the tKyroid gland works
overtime, thereby exacting a toll
from nearly avery other organ Jn
the body. Since the secretion from
this butterfly-shaved gland In the
neck regulate the speed at which
all bodily activities process, Its
over-activity results In B. breakneck
pace for the entire organism. This
eventually results in rapid heart
beat, loss of weight, nervousness,
diarrhea, and other symptoms

For many years, the only treat-
ment for this condition was surgi-
cal removal of most of thn thyroid
gland after rest and diet and dosing
with Iodine had Improved the pa-
tient's condition. This worked welt
In' many cases, but an operation of
this sort Is always attended by some
risk, especially where the patient
is old or feeble by reason of pro-
longed illness.
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Today we have several prepara-
tions which can often make surge'ry
unnecessary or, falling this, can
help to get the patient Into B condi-
tion wbere.lt IB no longer hazard-
ous

The most useful drug for this
purpose IN propylthiourocll,

In patients with small goiters and
relatively mUd symptoms, an at-
tempt Is made to aura the condition
medically with tho propylthlouracll.
If, after treating wlthithts drug for
a sufficiently long1 period of time;,
its use is stopped and the symptoms
recur, operation may be required.

Moderate Degree
In young poople with toxic goiter

of mild or moderate degree when
operation la decided on, iodine Is
given in the proper dose to help
lessen the severity of tho symptoms
herore the operation is carried out
and propylthiouraoll Is not used.

On the other hand. In patients
with severe toxic goiter who are
over 4B years of age as well as In
those who havo a heart disturbance,
the propylthlouracll Is first used In
an attempt to control tho die CM a.
When the condition Is brought un-
der control, the patient Is given
Iodine solution for several weeks.
When the patient's condition im-
proves iufflc i on tly so that opera-
tion Is no longer dangoroue the
propylthiouracll is stopped and the
operation Is carried out.

In some patients, whose age or
physical condition may not be able
to stand an operation under any
circumstances, treatment with pro-
pylthlouracll may be continued in-
definitely.
