Since then we've been anxiously
awaiting an. opportunity to hear
this band. And so It was a big
thr i l l when Bob Fargo came in
last week with a couple of import-
ed (Pacific label) recordings by the,.
Lut'cr aggregation. We were more
enthusiastic than ever after play-
ing them, and Bob agreed to loan
them to us for tonight's broadcast.

The Luter band wai written
up in an American jazz maga-
zine, The Jazzfinder, last
month. And their utory «ounds
a lot like that of Bob.Wilb«r'«
Wildcats, the fine little band '.
from Scarsdale High school
which we had the pleasure of,
introducing to WNAB listeners
in January, 1947. '

Luter was only 18 years ojd in
3940 when he got together with a
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aome of tho s tu f f that th r i l l ed them
on historic American jazz record*
hy Louis Armstrong, King Oliver
and other all-time greats.

At length they assembled an en-
•thuslastlc group—Claude Raibanit,
cornet; Mowgll Jospin, piano;
Claude Philippe, banjo; Christian
Vicno t , trombone, and Michel Pa-
cou, drums. Unable to buy jazz re-
cords because of the war, they
made weekly visits to t*ie home of
Henri Bernard , noted .French col-
lector, to hear his records, learn
Win .Amr!i- |r:fii) ulylc nnd work out
s i m p l f ) arrangement** a« A found-n-
t lon for t he i r Improvisations.

The band obtained jobs in var-
ious -Parisian ' c l u b s , ' entertaining
for American soldiers and other pa-
trons. Admire r s began demanding
records by tho band, but no com-
mercial f i rms were funct ioning, «o
the fans took up a collection to fi-
nance eight sldca—'which 'records
are new among the•rares t collec-
tor's items in the world, for on-
ly 50 copies of each were issued.

In 1947, the band made its first
sides for a big company—the
French Swing laibel. The Pacific.
sides, to be aired on WNAB to-
night, are more recent. And now'
comes word that a,- American com-
pany, Circ le Records, wil l issue an
a lbum of Luter records wi thin the
next few weeks.

Teafi-arden is not the only Amer-
ican Ja/.zrman who has heard and
admired this hand of, French
•youngsters. Don Hodman, Don By-
as, Tyrce Glenn and others who
have been touring Europe1 'have all
stopped off in Paris to hear the Lu-
ter band and have come away as-
tonished at what they heard.
