Thorn are various quieting
dru^s which the physician may pre-
icrlbe, such M ptienobncblwil, Of
course, certain disorders, such as
heart failure And hiph blood pvw'
»we, which may accompany ths
brain condition, muat also bo treat-

t Me pile Into the structure known at
the stellate ganglion hai been Hug-
(rested. This trtatment tiilps to re-
lieve th« slowtnf down ot the clr«
cukllen In tbe affected area and,
If used, It ihould be repeated at
lews onco every SI hour).

Cerebral thrombosis, embolism
and hemorrhage Into tho brain nro
nil critical conditions, The pntlont
should be removed to a hospital nt
once. If possible, because materials
are *t hand thorn to cany out the
emergency treatment needed to
*<i v » life, and the patient can have
the advantage o*'sklllid care and
watchfuln Mi.
