Patient With
Anemia

WHEN the doctor makes & diag-
nonls of anemia, he means that the
patient’s blood is helow par in two
ways. Not only Is the number ot
red cells cut down, but the effi-
ciency of those which remain is
Impaired becayse of a lessening of
their hemoglohin content, Hemo-
'| rlobin Is the subatance which glves
the red celln both their bright celor
and their power to carry oxygen.

Aceldant Or Gparation

Theie ars many causea of
ansmiz, but among the mozt usual
ars lnjury to body tlasiea an a re-
ault af eceident or ocperation and
prolonged infaction. It hes heen
auggeuted that the anemia in these
cases depends ' on fallure of the
body to form hemoglobin as a re-
sult of a disturbance in the way
the body uses proteins. Destruction
of red cella and fallure of the bload-
forming organs to produce ceoils,
both of which play such an ln-
portant role In the productlon of
other kinds of anemia, are not fac-
tora in thia eonditlon.

Treatment conaists  largely in
aupplying ample amounia of pro-
teln in tha diet and by mennns of
injections  of whols hlood inio a
vein, ‘Thus, the peraon who In
anemie slther from injury or in-
fection should talee plenty of meat.

Unfortunately, such patlenta
rarely feel hungry, so that geod
nursing care is necessary to Insure
that sufficient focd will be enten,
Even with a high pretein diet, the
condition sometimea ecannot he
overcome without injections of
whaie blood,

In anemia produced by infections,
the blood cells mey be normal in
siza and contain normal smounta
of hemeglobln, but thelr number
{s decreased. In aome cases, how-
ever, the cells may be amalier than
normal and ths hemeglogin alse
leznen

In anemla due to injury, the cella
are norrmal in siee and color, 1In
both cases, the amount «of proteln
in ths bloed may be decrensed. It
is noticed, In these cases, that the
amount of protein  substances ex-
rreted from the body i greater
than normal. This is one resason
why the blood injections are re-
quired,

In infantis, & type of anemia may
gecur with Infections that ls im-
proved by treatment with Hver ex-
tract, or a part ol the Vitamin B-
complex known ax folic acid. How-
ever, there are certain cases of
anemia occurring with tuberculosls
nr rheumatic fever which are re-
Heved only by treatment with iron-
conlunining pteparations.

In any case of apemia, tharcugh
study, including examination of the
red blood cells, in necessary to de-
termine the type and causs. Then
the most effective treatment may
be utlllzed.

Hent is vather cussed stuff. It
finds out where you would like it
to ga and then moves in sxactly the
opposite dirsction. In summer it
comen {nto the house and in winter
it poes out. Thiz attitude on the
part of heat has done wonders for
people who make inmlation.

Heat han several ways of getting
around. One {a to hitch & ride on
raoving mir. Thia loax ean be con-
siderably reduced by filling the
space hetween walla and ceilings
with insulztion. This inaulation can
be made cut of animal flbers, vege-
tably flhers or miners. The idea i
that the Insulstion 1a  filled with
hundreda of tlay dead air pochkets,
As the air in these pocketa lan't
moving, the heat haa conaiderable
trouble getting through.

Another way that heat often tra-
vela Is by radiation. This movement
can be just about stopped through
the use of metalllc inaulation. This
la fvat n thin coat of shiny metal
such as sjuminum fastened to

eavy paper. The 'heat rays strihe
thix shiny surface and hounce back
where they came Irom. One great
advantage this type of insujation
