The small children's classes
and adult classes will meet on
the first floor with the primary,
junior high and high schcol de-
partments on the second floor.

• The building committee plans
to launch a new campaign .o
complete the funds to make pos-
sible the church, according to
Dr. Winfie ld Edson, pastor.
Building work will start early in
1949.
