Early Fire Probed
as 200 Residents
Flee Chicago Hotel

CHICAGO-^liI.r5^-Fire forced
about 200 residents from the an-
cient Hubbard hotel early Friday,
and the fire department investi-
gated reports that the hotel man-
agement handled a fire two hours
earlier without notifying authori-
ties.

The flames started on the sec-
ond floor and spread upward
through the six-story building,
which once was one of Chicago's
finest hotels. The top floor of the
60-year-old landmark was de-
stroyed.

Residents, most of them old age
pensioners, fled into the cold in
their night clothes. Red Cross
workers took them to a nearby
public health building.

The old hotel was closed for six
months as a fire hazard but was
reopened in November, 1947, aft-
er complying with the fire safety
