Metropolitan musjc and radio critics time
and again have gone after some of radio’s
musical programs for their lack of unity,
coherence, etc. Their attacks have been on
such shows as the Monday night NBC pro-
grams at 7:30 and 8—‘“Concert Hour” and
“Great Artists.”” They could get Robert Mer-
rill’s Sunday afternoon programs and several
others on the same grounds.

These grounds are simply that the musie
is too varied, There is mo common denom-
imator in the programming. The critics howl
because they hear “Sweet Little Jesus Boy”
and Rachmaninoff in the same half-hour.

So they hear them. But so do a lot of
other people. And it's these other people I'm
interested in . . . these listeners who are at-
tracted by a great name, a familiar piece,

Since these broadeasts are for entertain-
ment, they attract listeners who would seldom
if ever spend two hours with the New York
Philharmonic-Symphony, or an hour with the
NBC Symphony.

* These listeners get a taste of symphony,
opera, concert., And many of them will find
they like good music, after all, and eventually
will become steady listeners to the very shows
the critics think they should hear exclusively.

That, gentlemen, is good.
