The author. who writes more
feelingly and lovingly of nat
ural surrcundings than any
other living naturalist, brings
the history of America into
focus through tales af how men
put timber to their use. This is
hardly a conventional velume:
it is rather a delightful visil
with a man who wanis to share
what he had, and what he has
i= a superh sense of the drama
in the tail living thinps_which
make up cur forests—G. L.
