In each contestant's mind is an
underlying desire for recognition,
position, and escape from the
humdrum of day-to-day existence.

The contestant, usually an
obscure housewife "from Kanka-
kee." or some place, visualizes the
program's sponsor as a 20th Cen-
tury fairy godmother capable of
consummating these desires with
a simple flick of a magic wand.

This intelligence comes from
Dr. Franklin Fearing, professor
of social psychology at the Uni-
versity of California at Los Ange-
les. The p r o f e s s o r has just
completed an exhaustive study of
the thought processes behind the
give-away shows.
