Peru Has Highest Railroad

If you wish to find the highest
Tailway in the world, you can do it
during a tour of South Americs,
The tracks run across the Andes
mountains, and at one point are
almost exactly 3 miles above sea
level.

The railway of which I speak is
in Pery. It passes small Indian
villapes, and at the stations you
are almost sure to find Indian
women selling frults and other
products. Sometimes they offer
watermelons and strawberries to
travelers.

The Andegs mountains are the
tallest in the New World. They
run from the republie of Panama
elear down to Cape Horn, at the
sputhern end of Suuth America,

Chile's glaciers have worked down l
valleys and have cut the soil to
