in Federal Prison

BOSTON, Sept. 23. (% Robert
H. Best, convicted of ireason for
broadeasting Nazi  propaganda
from Germany in World War II.
was transferred to the federsl
penitentiary at Danbury, Conn.
vesterday.

The 54-year-old Best was taken
to -the federal Institution under
heavy guard after having been
under treatment at City Hospital
for a cersbral hemorrhage suf-
fered 13 days ago.
