Most deaiers forecast sales
would quickly return to normal
when the public fully understood
the situation—that present black
and white programs would be
undisturbed and that ecolor would
be supplementary and optional,

tures of CBS color: The fact
that it is Ineompatible with pres-
ent standards and can not be re-
ceived on present sets even in
black and white unlesg they are
adapted, and the limitation of the
size of a color plcture ta 12%
inches at the present stage of de-
velopment In which a motor-
driven color disc is used to give
color to the images.
