The survey covered 180 pupils
enrolled at Hedden's school. Of
these, 98 came from homes that ^
had television and 55 others,
watched programs regularly at|
friends' homes, or 153 in all. Only
27 did not see television reg-'
ularly. Pupils from kindergarten
through fifth grade were queried.

The results included the lol-

°Forfy said their parents kept
them from seeing television if
they had misbehaved, and one
fifth grader added that Id
rather have a spanking.

Forty-two said t e l e v i s i o n
helped them in their schoolwork
but there were few definite ex-
planations of how it did.

Thirty-six said the programs
didn't help their school work and
one explained that "its top in-
teresting—I canTturn it off and
do any studying." >

Thirty-one said they did less
reading, 29 said they read about
the same amount, and 14 claimea
to be reading more than before
thev had TV. Hedden said the
drop in reading hadn't been as
harp as had been expected.
In reporting the children spent

our hours a day watching tele-
vision, Hedden gave no estimate
of how the children normally
would have spent these hours
without television.
