Can the bpard disclase the
names of the 22 without fear of
iibel suits?

What legal power has the board
ta crack down on such licensees?
In answer to the first question,
H{owser said the erime commis-
sipn's list is privileged, but that
the beard has no power to make
its contents public.

To the second guestion, Howser
advised an investigation of the
licensees and then, if action is
justified, seek criminal prosecu-
tion as well as maves to revoke
the licenses.
