Cuero's Fire
Credit Rating
Remains Same

CUERO.—Cuero's fire credit

rating of 25% will remain the
same despite fire losses total-
ing $26,307.11' during 1950, Bert
Hausman, Cuero fire marshal,
said Saturday.

This amount represented in-
sured losses, Hausman added,
and the entire amount may not
be charged against the city's
record because one insurance
company represented is not af-
filiated with the state checking
bureau,

Cuero's city limits have beem
extended, and more insured
property has been taken in,
wasting the total insured prop
erty to a new high figure. This
will probably safeguard the 25
per cent credit now enjoyed
ay Cuero, Hausman explained.
