Real Estate Lobby
Probe Is Promised

MILWAUKEE — (UP) — Sen.
John Sparkman, (D-Ala.), assured
Milwaukee's mayor, Frank Zeidler,
Sunday that a congressional in-
vestigation of the activity of "a
national real estate lobby" will be
discussed in congress.

Zeidler wired Sparkman, chair-
man of the senate banking com-
mittee's sub-committee on hous-
ing, last week asking an investiga-
tion of the lobby's methods.
