6n a magic wand of steel that
will transmit television programs
of five stations from the top of
the Empire State Building to an
area will includes one-tenth of
the nation's population.

With a -kindly nod from the
weatherman, workmen should be
able to complete the 222-foot
tower in a few more weeks.

The tower, which extends
above the famed dirigible moor
Ing mast of tne Empire State
and increases its height to a
dizzy 1472 feet, also will be used
to broadcast programs from
three frequency m o d u l a t i o n
(FM) radio stations. A sixth
television station hopes to find a
place on the tower and a sev-
enth also may apply.

There also has been talk of
the possibility of using it for tele-
casting special programs to the-
ater chains in this area—pro-
grams that could be received
only in theaters.

The late Al Smith s insistence
that the world's tallest building
be topped by a dirigible mooring
mast, which never was used,
made it possible to errect the
tftlevisiori tower.

The strong framework of the
building, designed to carry the
mooring tower, made reinforce,
ment unnecessary for the tele-
vision tower—a procedure thai
might have been impractical at
present construction cost*.
