Cox said the first such aerial
rustling was discovered by one
of his servicemen, checking a
complaint by a set owner who
said he had a picture-less screen.
The serviceman followed the
lead-in wire to a bluff overlook-
ing the property, and found only

a hole in the ground where the
antenna mast had been.'
